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How to Replace the Control Head

A DANGER

Before attempting to open the control module, a certified and
qualified electrician MUST disconnect all electrical power and fully

de-energize the IntelliStation Jr. system.

Note: This kit is supplied with the complete enclosure, control head and hardware.
Only the control head is required for loT upgrade or controller repair.
